Union with Christ

Panshita ye pusukilo, umwina Kristu
uwasumina aba mwisenge lya bumupashi na
Yesu Kristu no kwikalilila muli ici cifulo
umuyayaya. “Ubwiminino bwacishinka” ici
ecikomo icikalamba icalinga pali ili isambilisho
ilya mucipingo palwa bwiminishi bwa mwina
Kristu, mwisenge (nokuba pamo) na Yesu
Kristu.

Isenge na Kristu lilalenga ubunonshi bwa
mumupashi ubukalamba. Ubu bunonshi kuti
bwabomfiwa mubumi bonse ubwa mwina
Kristu pano isonde kabili nokukonkanyapo mu
muyayaya.

Umusango wa bwaminishi bwamwina Kristu
muli Kristu bwalisobelwe na Shikulu Yesu
Kristu umwine: 1. Mukwilondolola ngo mukate
wa mweo (Yohane 6:56); 2. Mukuilondolola nga
kacema musuma (Yohane 10:16); na 3.
Mubulondoloshi apele mumuputule wapamulu
(Yohane 14:20).

Umwina Kristu alibikwa ulwaku mupashi muli
Kristu ukupitila munshila iya ishibikwa iya
lubatisho lwa Mupashi wamushilo. Ishi nshila
nashilondololwa muli: 1 Abena Korinto 12:13
namu Bena Galatia 3:27,28. (Pakwishiba
ulubatisho lwa Mupashi wa mushilo cikankala
ukwambilapo ukusambilila nokwishiba
imbatisho cinelubali isha muCipingo).

At the time of his personal salvation, the
Christian believer enters into a spiritual union
with Jesus Christ and remains in that position
forever. "Positional Truth" is the formal title for
that wide class of Bible teaching on the subject
of the Christian's position in or union with Jesus
Christ.

Union with Christ makes available to the
believer a great number of spiritual benefits.
These benefits can be used and enjoyed
continuously during the believer's remaining
lifetime and will continue into eternity.

The nature of the believer's position in Christ
was foretold by the Lord Jesus Himself: (1) in
the Bread of Life discourse, JOHN 6:56; (2) in
the Good Shepherd discourse, JOHN 10:16; and
(3) in the Upper Room discourse, JOHN 14:20.

The Christian is placed spiritually in Christ
through a mechanism known as the Baptism of
the Holy Spirit. These mechanics are described
in 1 COR. 12:13 and GAL. 3:27,28. (A study of
the seven baptisms of the Bible is a prerequisite
to an understanding of the Baptism of the Holy
Spirit.)

The Baptism of the Holy Spirit was foretold by
Christ in ACTS 1:5,8. This occurred for the first
time on the Day of Pentecost, ACTS 2:1-4 cf.
11:15,16. Therefore, Union with Christ was
experienced by believers for the first time on
the Day of Pentecost, making it an experience
unique to Church Age believers.

Union with Christ is a fact for all believers,
spiritual or carnal. 1 COR. 1:2; cf. 1:11; 3:1-4
The believer's position in Christ makes him a
"new creature" in Christ, 2 COR. 5:17.

“Ifyakale
nafipita imfwa yakumupashi naifumishiwapo ne
fintu fyonse nafilengwa cipyacipya” ubumi
bwakumupashi bwayamba.

The Christian is "in Christ" and has become a
"new creature” in that he has a new birth, a new
human spirit, and has the ability now to have
fellowship with God. "Old things have passed
away", spiritual death is done away, and "all
things are become new", spiritual life is begun.

God; it is given as a gift by God at salvation.
e This Union is permanent; it will never be
taken away; it does not depend upon our

faithfulness; it depends on the faithfulness of
God.

e This doctrine can be understood only with a
thorough study of the related Bible passages.
